
Crash Information
The top of your Kansas accident report documents important details about 
your crash, including: City Name, Road Name and Date of Accident; Speed 
Limit; whether a crash involved a Hit and Run Driver or DUI Driver; and 
Fatalities, Injuries and Property Damage records. Officers also record the 
specific case number and the investigating officer’s badge number.

Contributing Causes
Contributing causes to the accident are recorded by the Contributing causes to the accident are recorded by the 
investigating or responding officer: Accident Location, 
Intersection Type, Accident Class (such as if an accident 
involved a collision with a fixed object or pedestrian), 
Type of Collision, Road Surface Conditions and whether 
an accident occurred at the site of a Traffic Control signal.

Accident Diagram
Officers use the Accident Diagram section to 
draw a pictorial diagram of how they believe the 
accident occurred. 

Driver Information
Driver information is recorded, including: contact information, drivers’ license number, 
and whether officers suspect a driver was impaired (including sobriety test results).

Vehicle Information
Vehicle information (make and model, registration number, 
Vehicle Information Number and insurance company/policy 
number) are recorded by officers.

Special Conditions
Officers record any Special Conditions for Traffic Units: whether 
an accident was a Hit & Run or involved a stolen vehicle, 
Vehicle Use, Vehicle Damage and Damage Location areas.

Accident Narrative
The Accident Narrative records Officer Observations and a The Accident Narrative records Officer Observations and a 
Description of Events. Carefully review this information, as it 
may contain details about vehicle movement, vehicle direction 
and traffic signals not found elsewhere on the accident report. 
Witness Statements and Additional Information are also 
documented by the investigating officer.
